A team of 4 -5 surveyors come to the
facility; the first day, they ask for a large amount of paperwork to be completed, some
within an hour, and they immediately tour the building. After the initial tour, they start requesting specific information 0 training
records, pe rsonnel files, resident charts, etc. Over the next four days, since they are usually here at least a week, they will look at
every aspect of our facility. This includes things like watching the nurses pass medications, taking food temperatures in th e
kitchen, taking water temperatures in the showers, and talking with residents and staff about a variety of topics. An architect
from the State inspects building maintenance issues like fire doors, sprinkler systems, generators, etc. In each area, they are
making sure we are following three things: facility policy, national Standards of Nursing Practice, and the Illinois Departmen t of
Public Health regulations.
